2017 Amendment to Resolution #85-8 Concerning EXTERIOR PAINTING

Adopted at a Meeting of the Board of Directors on 16 January 2020


WHEREAS, Article V, Section 3 of the By-Laws of The McLean Mews Homeowners’ Association, Inc. (“By-Laws”) provides that the Board of Directors “shall have all of the powers and duties necessary for the administration of the affairs of the Corporation”; and


WHEREAS, Article V, Section 3(d) of the By-Laws provides that the Board shall have the power to promulgate and enforce rules and regulation for use, occupancy, and maintenance of the Common Area and of those portions of the Lots which are used in common by the Members or which are to be maintained by the Association; and


WHEREAS, Article VII, Section 1 of the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions and Easements for McLean Mews (“Declaration”) requires owners to maintain and care for all areas of the lots and improvements thereon “in conformance with their condition as when new”; and 


WHEREAS, the Board of Directors wishes to repeal all exterior painting amendments adopted by the Board previously, and to reaffirm and modify the requirements established in Resolution #85-8, as adopted by the Board on 24 July 1985; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that acrylic latex paint performs better than oil-based paint on homes located in McLean Mews and that Benjamin Moore paints are more durable than other paints; and


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that substitutions in paint products lead to early paint failure and deterioration, as well as unacceptable color variations that detract from the harmonious appearance of the community; and 


WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Association to establish procedures whereby paint will be made locally available to Members, and the Board wishes to realize the benefits of economics of scale by purchasing paint and making paint available to Members;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:


Homeowners shall repaint the exterior surfaces and trim of homes located in McLean Mews in accordance with the schedule adopted by the Board, unless a variance is approved by the Environmental Control Committee (ECC). Homeowners must use only the following paints and colors, unless a variance is approved by the ECC:

· Trim:  Benjamin Moore exterior acrylic latex “Regal Select Soft Gloss” Richmond Bisque. Trim includes all siding and fascia boards, air vents on cedar roofs, dormers, overhangs, the undersides of bay window soffits, side air vents, front door trim, gutters, and downspouts.

· For homes on Corner Lane, both sides of the exterior fences: Benjamin Moore Arborcoat Solid Color Exterior Stain in “Fresh Brew.”
· Metalwork:  Benjamin Moore “Super Spec HP DTM Alkyd Low Luster P23-HO” Black. Metalwork includes all railings, air vents on asphalt roofs, step rails, iron gates, window grills, BUT NOT MAILBOXES (which are permanently painted with baked-on enamel).

Front Doors and Garage Doors:  Benjamin Moore exterior acrylic latex “Regal Select Soft Gloss” paint.  Homeowners may select the colors of their front doors and garage doors from the following colors, provided that pairs of immediately adjacent garage doors must be painted in the same color.  In the event that two immediately adjacent neighbors cannot agree on the color to repaint their garage doors, the Chairman of the ECC will make a non-appealable decision for them:

· Black (front doors only)

· Essex Green

· Country Redwood
· #HC-156 Van Deusen Blue
· Richmond Bisque

· Tudor Brown
· #2121-10 Special Gray

These paints are available from the Color Wheel, 1374 Chain Bridge Road, McLean, VA 22101, 703-356-8477.
Specifications:
· (Optional) Power wash the surfaces to be painted.

· Sand, scrape, putty, caulk and prime surfaces as needed. Apply a coat of alkyd primer to surfaces that had previously been painted with oil-based paint.

· Apply at least one finish coat.

Schedule:
Based on Association records, the following homes are scheduled to be repainted on a six year cycle, beginning with:

· In 2017: No painting is scheduled; however, the Board may require minor touch-ups of selected homes.
· In 2018:  McLean Mews Court: 1404; 1406; 1407; 1408; 1410; 1448; 1450; 1452; and 1454.

· In 2019:  McLean Mews Court: 1412; 1421; 1423; 1425; 1427; 1429; 1431; 1433; 1441; 1443; 1445; 1447; 1449; 1451; and 1453.  Corner Lane: 6709 and 6711.

· In 2020:  McLean Mews Court: 1401; 1403; 1411; 1413; 1415; 1419; 1435; 1437; 1439; and 1455.  Corner Lane: 6701; 6703; 6705; 6707; 6713; 6715; 6717; 6719; 6721; and 6723.

· In 2021:  McLean Mews Court: 1405 

· In 2022:  No painting is scheduled; however, the Board may require minor touch-ups of selected homes.
